Fourth Grade Expectations

Homework:


Assignments that are not finished in class are homework and need to be completed for the next school day, unless otherwise noted.  Class work/homework is practice for assessments and students are encouraged to complete the assignments even if they are unsure.  In class students will often hear me say “If you are not sure what to do, do what you think you should do.” Most assignments will assessed using the “star” (full credit=5pts), “x” (partial credit=3pts) and “check” (minimal credit=1pt) system. Satisfactory completion of homework in all subjects will be part of the quarterly grade in each subject area.


Fourth grade students can expect to have 20-40 minutes of homework daily.  Homework that is not completed or turned in on time is late.  Students who have late work may lose privileges and will get a reduced grade on the assignment.  

Assignment Planner:

              The assignment planner is a fantastic organizational tool and a good way to keep communication open between the teacher and the parents.  Each student is responsible for filling out his or her assignment book daily.  Assignments that are not finished in class are homework and need to be completed for the next school day.  Parents are to check the assignment book daily and sign for that day.  The teacher will check the assignment book the next day.  It is the student’s responsibility to get a signature from the adult who is responsible for him/her.  

Math Multiplication Facts:


Fourth grade students are expected to know their Math Multiplication Facts 0-10.  Students who do not have these facts memorized (able to recall them quickly without fingers) will struggle with math this year. We will be reviewing these facts the first week of school. Students will be assessed on their Math Multiplication Facts 0-10 on a regular basis until they can demonstrate fluency.  Students will also be assessed on the Math Division Facts 0-10 once we complete the division facts chapters in our math curriculum.  Students who have mastered their multiplication facts will find it very easy to master their division facts.

Independent Reading:

             Fourth graders are assessed on their independent reading as dictated by the State of Michigan Grade Level Content Expectations.  Each week students will have a book that they are to read independently.  They will need to complete the book and take the quiz on it, within a week’s time.  

Spelling:

              At the fourth grade level students need to spell the words correctly as well as form the letters that make up the word correctly.  We will be reviewing letter creation at the beginning of the year to ensure everyone understands correct letter formation.  Handwriting counts!  If the word is not readable or formed incorrectly it will be marked wrong.

Grading:


Report Card grades will be determined by averaging the assessment scores (tests, projects, writing papers), credit for satisfactory completion of homework assignments and participation in class activities in each subject area.  I will use the traditional percentage grading scale: 100-90=A; 89-80=B; 79-70=C; 69-60=D; 59 and below=E.  A teacher will grade all assessments.



Homework:


Assignments that are not finished in class are homework and need to be completed for the next school day, unless otherwise noted.  Homework is practice for the assessments.  It is important for students to know how they are doing on their homework.  We will correct much of the homework as a class and students will correct their own papers.  This way, students can have the opportunity to understand and learn from their mistakes.  


Homework that is not graded, is marked by the teacher using the following:

X   = Something is lacking: student did not follow directions, assignment was late or some

  = Poor Work: student did not make a good effort, work is not readable, poor quality. 

Tutor = Student worked with an adult or tutor to go over their work.


Homework will go home on a weekly basis in the Monday folder.  Please look over your child’s homework and discuss any problems you may see, or encourage any good progress that you see.  This will reinforce to your child that you are interested in how they are doing at school, and it will give you an indication of how your child is progressing.

Discipline:


I don’t expect any discipline problems this year.  Should one arise, I will follow this procedure:

1st offense: verbal warning

2nd offense: time out (in classroom)

3rd offense: write up/parent contact

In the case of an offense that endangers others, or is considered a major offense according to the school hand book, immediate action will be taken to address the situation in an appropriate manner.

Absences:


It is important that students are in class for instruction.  At the fourth grade level we do a lot of “in class” hands-on instruction, and often complete parts of assignments together as a class.  A student who is not present will miss a great deal, and will be responsible for making up the work and assignments on his/her own.  We cover a lot of curriculum in math and language arts and students who are not in class will struggle to keep up.  


Please try to arrange appointments for after school hours.  If you need to take your child out of school please let the teacher know ahead of time so work can be sent home. Students who have been absent will be expected to spend extra time (recess or work time) making up missed instruction, and will likely have an increased homework load until they are caught up.  Students who do not complete absent work in a timely manner will be subject to late work consequences. 

How to get a hold of Mrs. Chase:


I cherish my time at home with my family, as I am sure you do.  If you need to contact me, I would prefer that you try to do that during school hours, the school has a voice-mail system to facilitate this process.  However, I understand that children in this age group can have a problem that could be solved very easily with a short phone call or text to me in the evening or on the weekend.  In that case please feel free to call as long as it is before 9:00 p.m. (I am in the book) or text using the classroom dojo app.  

The simplest way to communicate with me is to send a note in with your child, or use classroom dojo.   If you prefer that we talk on the phone send a note with the number where you can be reached and a good time to call you, and I will do my best to get back to you.
